A. Presentations by DNR staff

DISCUSSION

Bryan Harrenstein gave an overview of staff vacancies and positions filled since our last meeting. The hiring process
is ongoing. Feedback from the the use of the recently implemented body cams shows resulting efficiencies have
provided a great return on investment. There is a move to provide defibrillators to field personal.

also a state shooting range manager will be hired. More new wardens have been hired and are in training. Grant
programs are have been a major source of funding for these. It has been reported 470,000 atv/utv's were registered in
the state last year and snowmobile snowmobile in Vilas county was highest in the nation. Speeding and intoxication
have been huge contributing factors in accidents and fatalities in these activities.

James Yach, Northern Region Director, gave a short report. Water level issues are still concerning. PFAS is rearing
it's ugly head in what was considered unusual geographic locals. Such as Stella, WI Wolf issues were also addressed.

Michelle Woodford , Area wildlife biologist reminded us that surveys for deer count and brood counts for our various
upland birds are underway and there are smart phone applications made available for the public to participate in
wildlife surveillance programs, such as brood counts on birds and operation deer watch.

Prairie Chicken Management Plan and recovery has reach a point where a brief season may be forthcoming

Bird banding is undergoing a change that will result in more bird hunting and less band hunting. Studies have found
that a large number of birds are identified by and killed for their bands. The bands will be a subdued black to cut
down on the practice.

The Elk Management plan is in place.

The Wolf Plan remains fluid.

Royce Zehr Area warm water bioligist provided a state of area fishery's
Lake Tomahawk is closed to walleye fishing through 2025. Shocking surveys were discussed, and stocking
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information provided. Continued study is ongoing.
